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The Green/Duwamish Watershed is home to some intensively 
developed lands within its floodplains. The Lower Green subwatershed, 
in particular, shows large areas of overlap between industrial 
development and the Green River's 100 Year Floodplain, illustrating an 
inherent risk of damage and injury to the businesses and people 
operating there. Residential lands are also in floodplains in each of the 
lower four subwatersheds, showing that communities across the 
watershed share a common vulnerability. The 100-year floodplain is based 
on the most recent Preliminary FEMA Flood Rate maps.
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
